St. Joseph Marello’s Story

Giuseppe Marello was born on December 26th, 1844, in the
north of Italy, at Turin. Joseph was the kind of person who
responded quickly to those in need. Even as a young boy, he
would very often give away his own possessions and invite
the homeless and the hungry to the family table. In those ear-
ly years he was faithful to his religious duties and eager to
help his parish priest, especially by serving as an altar boy. It
was there he began to realize he, too, was being called to the
priesthood.

Joseph was ordained a priest on September 19th, 1868. Dur-
ing the years of his seminary studies, he never forgot about
the needs of the poor around him, and he was just as eager, if
not more so, to come to their aid in as many ways as he could
find. For a number of years he had considered gathering
around him a group of men who would join him in his efforts
to serve the poor and so, on March 14th, 1878, he brought
together his first community of men, calling them the
“Company of Saint Joseph.” Their first work included the
care of the elderly, the handicapped, and the establishment of
an orphanage for boys.

Father Marello chose Saint Joseph, the foster father of Jesus,
as the Company’s special Patron. He saw in this great Saint
the virtues and qualities he had always admired and he en-
couraged his “Company” to imitate these virtues. In this way,
he taught, they could become saints themselves and would be
better prepared to serve the Lord and His Church. What Fa-
ther Marello most admired about Saint Joseph was his sole
desire to serve Jesus and to do so in a way that attracted no
attention whatsoever to himself. In a very real way, Saint
Joseph kept himself hidden from honor and acclaim, even as
he sheltered the Savior of the world in his home.

Father Marello was the first to put into practice what he
taught in that, as the work of the Company of Saint Joseph
became better known, most people in those early years were
completely unaware that Father Marello was their Founder!

As time passed and the Company of Saint Joseph grew in
number, Father Marello changed their name to the “Oblates
of Saint Joseph” and he became the Bishop of the neighbor-
ing Diocese of Acqui. The work of the Oblate Priests and
Brothers now included assisting the local bishops and parish
priests in whatever ways they might need help and they
worked diligently to develop a vibrant youth ministry which
focused primarily on religious education. Bishop Marello
died on May 30, 1895, at 51 years of age.

In 1915 the first Oblate missionaries left Italy for the Philip-
pine Islands and over the years they have established commu-
nities in the United States (Pennsylvania, Connecticut, and
California), Mexico, Peru, Bolivia, Brazil, Poland, India, Ni-
geria & Africa.

On June 12th, 1978, Pope Paul VI honored Joseph Marello
with the title of “Venerable”. Pope John Paul II declared on
September 26, 1993, that the Founder of the Oblates of Saint
Joseph would be called “Blessed Joseph Marello”. Then the
most wonderful news of all! On Sunday, November 25, 2001,
the Solemnity of Christ the King, at 9:30 a.m., the Pope cele-
brated Mass in the Vatican Basilica during which he canon-
ized Giuseppe Marello (1844-1895), bishop, founder of the
Congregation of the Oblates of St. Joseph.

Saint Joseph Marello is now presented to the entire Church as
a model of sanctity and an intercessor in Heaven.

La Historia de San José Marello

Giuseppe Marello nacio el 26 de diciembre de 1844, en el norte
de Italia, en Turin. José fue el tipo de persona que respondid
rapidamente a los necesitados. Incluso cuando era nifio, a me-
nudo regalaba sus propias posesiones e invitaba a las personas
sin hogar y hambrientas a la mesa familiar. En esos primeros
afos fue fiel a sus deberes religiosos y ansioso por ayudar a su
parroco, especialmente sirviendo como monaguillo. Fue alli
donde comenzo a darse cuenta de que ¢l también estaba siendo
llamado al sacerdocio.

José fue ordenado sacerdote el 19 de septiembre de 1868. Du-
rante los anos de sus estudios en el seminario, nunca se olvido
de las necesidades de los pobres que lo rodeaban, y estaba tan
ansioso, si no mas, de acudir en su ayuda como tantas formas
como pudo encontrar. Durante varios afios habia considerado
reunir a su alrededor un grupo de hombres que se unieran a él
en sus esfuerzos por servir a los pobres, por lo que, el 14 de
marzo de 1878, reuni6é a su primera comunidad de hombres,
llamandolos la “Compainia de San José." Su primer trabajo
incluyé el cuidado de ancianos, discapacitados y el estableci-
miento de un orfanato para nifios.

El Padre Marello eligi6 a San José, el padre adoptivo de Jesus,
como Patron especial de la Compaifiia. Vio en este gran Santo
las virtudes y cualidades que siempre habia admirado y animé
a su “Compafiia” a imitar estas virtudes. De esta manera, ense-
6, ellos mismos podrian convertirse en santos y estarian mejor
preparados para servir al Seflor y a Su Iglesia. Lo que mas ad-
miraba el padre Marello de San José era su unico deseo de ser-
vir a Jesus y hacerlo de una manera que no atrajera la atencion
en absoluto. De una manera muy real, San José se mantuvo
oculto del honor y la aclamacion, incluso mientras albergaba al
Salvador del mundo en su hogar.

El Padre Marello fue el primero en poner en practica lo que
enseflo en el sentido de que, a medida que el trabajo de la Com-
paiiia de San José se hizo mas conocido, la mayoria de la gente
en esos primeros aios desconocia por completo que el Padre
Marello era su Fundador.

A medida que pasaba el tiempo y la Compafia de San José
crecia en nimero, el Padre Marello cambi6é su nombre por el de
“Oblatos de San José€” y se convirtio en el Obispo de la vecina
diécesis de Acqui. El trabajo de los sacerdotes y hermanos
oblatos ahora incluia ayudar a los obispos locales y parrocos en
cualquier forma en que pudieran necesitar ayuda y trabajaron
diligentemente para desarrollar un ministerio juvenil vibrante
que se centro principalmente en la educacion religiosa. El obis-
po Marello murié el 30 de mayo de 1895, a los 51 afios.

En 1915 los primeros misioneros oblatos salieron de Italia
hacia las Islas Filipinas y a lo largo de los afios han estableci-
do comunidades en los Estados Unidos (Pensilvania, Connec-
ticut y California), México, Peru, Bolivia, Brasil, Polonia,
India, Nigeria y Africa.

El 12 de junio de 1978, el Papa Pablo VI honr6 a Jos¢ Marello
con el titulo de “Venerable”. El Papa Juan Pablo II declaro el
26 de septiembre de 1993 que el Fundador de los Oblatos de
San José se llamaria “Beato José Marello”. jEntonces la noti-
cia mas maravillosa de todas! El domingo 25 de noviembre de
2001, solemnidad de Cristo Rey, a las 9:30 horas, el Papa cele-
bro la misa en la Basilica Vaticana durante la cual canonizo a
Giuseppe Marello (1844-1895), obispo, fundador de la Con-
gregacion de los Oblatos. de San José.

San Jos¢ Marello se presenta ahora a toda la Iglesia como mo-
delo de santidad e intercesor en el Cielo.
