SAINT VINCENT DE PAUL’S STORY

The deathbed confession of a dying servant opened Vin-
cent de Paul’s eyes to the crying spiritual needs of the
peasantry of France. This seems to have been a crucial
moment in the life of the man from a small farm in Gas-
cony, France, who had become a priest with little more
ambition than to have a comfortable life.

The Countess de Gondi—whose servant he had helped—
persuaded her husband to endow and support a group of
able and zealous missionaries who would work among
poor tenant farmers and country people in general. Vin-
cent was too humble to accept leadership at first, but after
working for some time in Paris among imprisoned galley
slaves, he returned to be the leader of what is now known
as the Congregation of the Mission, or the Vincentians.
These priests, with vows of poverty, chastity, obedience,
and stability, were to devote themselves entirely to the
people in smaller towns and villages.

Later, Vincent established confraternities of charity for
the spiritual and physical relief of the poor and sick of
each parish. From these, with the help of Saint Louise de
Marillac, came the Daughters of Charity, “whose convent
is the sickroom, whose chapel is the parish church, whose
cloister is the streets of the city.” He organized the rich
women of Paris to collect funds for his missionary pro-
jects, founded several hospitals, collected relief funds for
the victims of war, and ransomed over 1,200 galley slaves
from North Africa. He was zealous in conducting retreats
for clergy at a time when there was great laxity, abuse,
and ignorance among them. He was a pioneer in clerical
training and was instrumental in establishing seminaries.

Most remarkably, Vincent was by temperament a very
irascible person—even his friends admitted it. He said
that except for the grace of God he would have been “hard
and repulsive, rough and cross.” But he became a tender
and affectionate man, very sensitive to the needs of oth-
ers.

Pope Leo XIII made him the patron of all charitable soci-
eties. Outstanding among these, of course, is the Society
of St. Vincent de Paul, founded in 1833 by his admirer
Blessed Frédéric Ozanam.

HISTORIA DE SAN VICENTE DE PAUL

La confesion en el lecho de muerte de un sirviente mori-
bundo abri6 los ojos de Vincent de Paul a las necesidades
espirituales de los campesinos de Francia. Este parece ha-
ber sido un momento crucial en la vida del hombre de una
pequeia granja en Gascuiia, Francia, que se habia conver-
tido en sacerdote con poca mas ambicidén que tener una
vida comoda.

La condesa de Gondi, a cuyo sirviente él habia ayudado,
persuadié a su esposo para que dotara y apoyara a un gru-
po de misioneros capaces y celosos que trabajarian entre
los agricultores arrendatarios pobres y la gente del campo
en general. Vincent era demasiado humilde para aceptar el
liderazgo al principio, pero después de trabajar durante
algun tiempo en Paris entre galeotes encarcelados, volvid a
ser el lider de lo que ahora se conoce como la Congrega-
cion de la Mision, o los Vicentinos. Estos sacerdotes, con
votos de pobreza, castidad, obediencia y estabilidad, de-
bian dedicarse por completo a la gente de las ciudades y
pueblos mas pequefios.

Posteriormente, Vicente establecido cofradias de caridad
para el alivio espiritual y fisico de los pobres y enfermos
de cada parroquia. De ellas, con la ayuda de Santa Luisa
de Marillac, nacieron las Hijas de la Caridad, “cuyo con-
vento es la enfermeria, cuya capilla es la iglesia parro-
quial, cuyo claustro son las calles de la ciudad”. Organizé
a las mujeres ricas de Paris para recaudar fondos para sus
proyectos misioneros, fundo varios hospitales, recaudo
fondos de ayuda para las victimas de la guerra y rescaté a
mas de 1200 galeotes del norte de Africa. Fue celoso en la
conduccion de retiros para el clero en un momento en que
habia gran laxitud, abuso e ignorancia entre ellos. Fue un
pionero en la formacion clerical y jugd un papel decisivo
en el establecimiento de seminarios.

Lo mas notable es que Vincent era por temperamento una
persona muy irascible, incluso sus amigos lo admitian.
Dijo que, de no ser por la gracia de Dios, habria sido "duro
y repulsivo, rudo y enfadado". Pero se convirtid6 en un
hombre tierno y carifloso, muy sensible a las necesidades
de los demas.

El Papa Leon XIII lo nombroé patréon de todas las socieda-
des caritativas. Destaca entre ellos, por supuesto, la Socie-
dad de San Vicente de Paul, fundada en 1833 por su admi-
rador el Beato Frédéric Ozanam.
