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TO BE A PROPHET

Today’s readings show us what it is like to be a prophet. As Jeremiah recounts his call, God warns him that he will
need strength and perseverance to withstand the hostility he will face from “Judah’s kings and princes” and “its priests
and people” (Jeremiah 1:18b). God also assures him that they “will not prevail over you, for [ am with you™ (1:19). The
psalm reflects both of these struggles as well as deliverance from them (“salvation”).

This is exactly what Jesus experiences in today’s Gospel. After he claims that his own mission is the same as what Isai-
ah proclaimed, at first the people marvel at his “gracious words” (Luke 4:22). Soon, however, they become suspicious,
skeptical, and hostile, even threatening to kill him. But just as God promised to deliver Jeremiah, so Jesus “passed through
the midst of them and went away” (4:30).

BisHOP CELEBRATING OUR 1:45pm MAsS
NEXT SUNDAY
Bishop, Joseph Brennan, will celebrate our 1:45 pm Mass
next Sunday. He will institute 10 parishioners as acolytes.
He will bless our Bethlehem Chapel Construction. Don’t
miss it!

The acolyte is a lay person (male or female) instituted by
the bishop for the service of the altar and to assist the priest
and deacon. He or she is primarily responsible for prepar-
ing the altar and the sacred vessels and, if necessary, dis-
tributing Communion to the faithful, of which he or she is
an extraordinary minister.

Many of the functions of altar servers (“altar servers” or
sometimes called “acolytes” without being instituted) are
primarily those of the Instituted Acolyte (IA). The other
servers do them in the absence of the 1A, who is specially
authorized by the Bishop to do them.

When there is a need for an extraordinary minister of com-
munion (EMC) the Instituted Acolyte is the first among
them, who serve when there are not enough Priests, Dea-
cons or Instituted Acolytes. The EMC are commissioned
by the Bishop for a specific temporary period in a specific
place, while the IA are authorized permanently. Thus, the
IA performs functions already known and carried out by
servers of the altar, Sacristans, and EMC, but it does so
through greater official authorization from the Church.

In addition, the IA can perform services not allowed to oth-
er non-instituted ministers. He can purify the sacred ves-
sels. In the absence of the Priest and Deacon, when deter-
mined by the pastor, he may expose and replace the
Blessed Sacrament for Public Adoration or lead a celebra-
tion of the Word with distribution of Holy Communion.

Thanks be to God, our Bishop, the Holy Spouses, and to all
parishioners who pray for and contribute to the Bethlehem
Perpetual Adoration Chapel, we are happy that construction is
finally beginning. Due to delays beyond our control, rising
inflation, and increased construction cost, the budget has now
climbed to $2,947,000. We ask for your extra financial sacri-
fices this year to help fund this amount. Please continue to pray
for construction to go smoothly, be completed in a timely man-
ner, and turn out most beautifully so that Our Lord may be
properly adored every hour of every day without end.

Asi el Al hace funciones ya conocidas y
desempenadas por servidores del altar, Sacristanes, y
MEQC, pero las hace por una mayor autorizacion oficial de
la Iglesia.

Ademas, el Al puede hacer unos servicios no permitidos a
otros ministros no instituidos. Puede purificar los vasos
sagrados.

The Story of the Presentation of the Lord

At the end of the fourth century, a woman named Etheria
made a pilgrimage to Jerusalem. Her journal, discovered
in 1887, gives an unprecedented glimpse of liturgical life
there. Among the celebrations she describes is the Epiph-
any, the observance of Christ’s birth, and the gala proces-
sion in honor of his Presentation in the Temple 40 days
later. Under the Mosaic Law, a woman was ritually
“unclean” for 40 days after childbirth, when she was to
present herself to the priests and offer sacrifice—her
“purification.” Contact with anyone who had brushed
against mystery—birth or death—excluded a person from
Jewish worship. This feast emphasizes Jesus’ first appear-
ance in the Temple more than Mary’s purification.

The observance spread throughout the Western Church in
the fifth and sixth centuries. Because the Church in the
West celebrated Jesus’ birth on December 25, the Presen-
tation was moved to February 2, 40 days after Christmas.

At the beginning of the eighth century, Pope Sergius in-
augurated a candlelight procession; at the end of the same
century the blessing and distribution of candles which
continues to this day became part of the celebration, giv-
ing the feast its popular name: Candlemas.

Reflection

In Luke’s account, Jesus was welcomed in the temple by
two elderly people, Simeon and the widow Anna. They
embody Israel in their patient expectation; they
acknowledge the infant Jesus as the long-awaited Messi-
ah. Early references to the Roman feast dub it the feast of
Saint Simeon, the old man who burst into a song of joy
which the Church still sings at day’s end.

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La historia de la presentacion del Sefior

A finales del siglo IV, una mujer llamada Etheria peregri-
no a Jerusalén. Su diario, descubierto en 1887, ofrece una
vision sin precedentes de la vida litargica alli. Entre las
celebraciones que describe esta la Epifania, la observa-
cion del nacimiento de Cristo y la procesion de gala en
honor a su Presentacion en el Templo 40 dias después.
Bajo la Ley Mosaica, una mujer era ritualmente “impura”
durante 40 dias después del parto, cuando debia presentar-
se a los sacerdotes y ofrecer sacrificio—su “purificacion”.
El contacto con cualquiera que hubiera rozado el misterio
—nacimiento o muerte— excluia a una persona del culto
judio. Esta fiesta enfatiza mas la primera aparicion de Je-
sus en el Templo que la purificacion de Maria.

La observancia se extendié por toda la Iglesia occidental
en los siglos quinto y sexto. Debido a que la Iglesia en
Occidente celebro el nacimiento de Jesus el 25 de diciem-
bre, la Presentacion se trasladd al 2 de febrero, 40 dias
después de Navidad.

A principios del siglo VIII, el Papa Sergio inauguré una
procesion a la luz de las velas; a finales del mismo siglo
la bendicion y distribucion de velas, que continta hasta el
dia de hoy, pas6 a formar parte de la celebracion, dando a
la fiesta su nombre popular: Candelaria.

Reflexion

En el relato de Lucas, Jesus fue recibido en el templo por
dos ancianos, Simeoén y la viuda Ana. Encarnan a Israel
en su espera paciente; reconocen al nifio Jesis como el
Mesias largamente esperado. Las primeras referencias a la
fiesta romana la llaman la fiesta de San Simeodn, el an-
ciano que prorrumpio6 en un canto de alegria que la Iglesia
todavia canta al final del dia.
