WEDDING ENTRANCE PROCESSION
Marriage in the Church is not the same as a secular wed-
ding. Our faith tells us that Christ has elevated the mar-
riage covenant to the dignity of a Sacrament. Sacraments
are governed by the prescribed rituals of the Church, and
are not custom designed to fit one’s wishes, apart from the
options allowed by the ritual. We believe that by cooper-
ating with the rites determined by the Church, we allow
God to act with his grace to join a couple for life. The
rites lead us to keep God at the center, rather than our-
selves, both during the wedding and throughout one’s
married life.

In Sacraments such as Confession, Eucharist, and Anoint-
ing of the Sick, it is a priest who is the minister conferring
God’s grace on those who receive these Sacraments. For
Matrimony between baptized Catholics, however, the
priest is there as the Church’s official witness, but it is
actually the couple who are the ministers of the Sacra-
ment, conferring Christ’s grace upon each other through
their exchange of vows.

As ministers together, the bride and groom therefore
begin the nuptial Mass by entering the Church in the litur-
gical procession together as a couple, right behind the
priest and the other ministers, who have come to greet
them at the door and lead them in. They freely choose to
march together toward the altar of the Lord to confer on
each other the Sacrament of Matrimony and then as a
married couple to receive the Sacrament of Holy Com-
munion from the priest.

As they enter, a liturgical entrance song is sung to begin
the Mass. Traditional customs such as the bridal march or
the father “giving away” his daughter are not part of the
ritual and do not communicate the meaning of the bride
and groom going together freely to the altar of the Lord to
pledge their lives to each other and give each other the
grace of the Sacrament of Matrimony.

Their parents as well as the two witnesses to their vows
may follow behind them in the procession, if so desired.
We realize that this may seem difficult for those who have
been filled with the romantic wedding images seen in the
media or at other weddings, but we ask couples who have
made the better choice of marriage in the Church to deep-
en in their understanding of that choice and to trust the
Lord in following the Church’s rites. You will be blessed
in a way that worldly sentiments cannot match.

Why is the Fourth Sunday of Lent called Laetare
Sunday?

The name comes from the first words of the Entrance An-
tiphon for Mass, "Laetare Jerusalem" — "Rejoice, O Jeru-
salem". The fourth Sunday marks the half-way point of the
Lenten season, even though the Thursday before Laetare
Sunday is the actual middle day of Lent. Signs of joy are
allowed on this day, expressing our belief in the hope of
the resurrection and to inspire us as we continue our Len-
ten commitments to prayer, fasting and almsgiving.

PROCESION DE ENTRADA DE BoDA

El matrimonio en la Iglesia no es lo mismo que una boda
secular. Nuestra fe nos dice que Cristo ha elevado la alian-
za matrimonial a la dignidad de un sacramento. Los sacra-
mentos se rigen por los rituales prescritos de la Iglesia, y
no estan disefiados a medida para adaptarse a los deseos de
uno, aparte de las opciones permitidas por el ritual. Cree-
mos que cooperando con los ritos determinados por el
Iglesia, dejamos que Dios actiie con su gracia para unirse a
una pareja de por vida. Los ritos nos llevan a guardar a
Dios en el centro, en lugar de nosotros mismos, tanto du-
rante la boda como a lo largo de la vida matrimonial.

En sacramentos como la Confesion, la Eucaristia y la Un-
cion de los Enfermos, es un sacerdote quien es el ministro
confiere la gracia de Dios a quienes reciben estos sacra-
mentos. Para el matrimonio entre catdlicos bautizados, sin
embargo, el sacerdote esta alli como testigo oficial de la
Iglesia, pero es en realidad la pareja que son los ministros
del Sacramento, confiriendo la gracia de Cristo a cada uno
otros a través de su intercambio de votos.

Como ministros juntos, la novia y el novio comienzan la
Misa nupcial entrando en la Iglesia en la procesion litirgi-
ca juntos como pareja, detras del sacerdote y de los demas
ministros, que han venido a recibirlos a la puerta y guiar-
los hacia en frente. Eligen libremente marchar juntos ha-
cia el altar del Sefior para conferirse el uno al otro el Sa-
cramento del Matrimonio y luego como pareja casada pa-
ra recibir el Sacramento de la Santa Comunion del sacer-
dote.

Al entrar, se canta un canto litargico de entrada para co-
menzar la Misa. Las costumbres tradicionales como la
marcha nupcial o el padre "entregando" a su hija no son
parte del ritual y no comunican el significado de que la
novia y el novio vayan juntos libremente al altar del Sefior
para prometer sus vidas el uno al otro y darse mutuamente
la gracia de el Sacramento del Matrimonio.

Sus padres, asi como los dos testigos de sus votos, pueden
seguir detras de ellos en la procesion, si asi lo desean.
Sabemos que esto puede parecer dificil para aquellos que
se han llenado con las imagenes romanticas de bodas que
se ven en los medios de comunicacién o en otras bodas,
pero pedimos a las parejas que han elegido mejor el matri-
monio en la Iglesia que profundicen en su comprension de
esa eleccion y confien en el Sefior al seguir los ritos de la
Iglesia. Ustedes seran bendecido de una manera que los
sentimientos mundanos no pueden igualar.

Por qué el Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma se lla-
ma Domingo Laetare?

El nombre proviene de las primeras palabras de la Antifo-
na de Entrada para la Misa, "Laetare Jerusalem" -
"Alégrate, oh Jerusalén". El cuarto domingo marca el pun-
to medio de la temporada de Cuaresma, aunque el jueves
anterior al domingo de Laetare es el dia medio de la Cua-
resma. Se permiten signos de alegria en este dia, expresan-
do nuestra creencia en la esperanza de la resurreccion y
para inspirarnos mientras continuamos con nuestros com-
promisos cuaresmales de oracion, ayuno y limosna.
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
